CHARGING THE RECHARGEABLE
BATTERY (pages 12-13)

Charge the rechargeable battery according to the

following procedure.

1. Insert the rechargeable battery.

(1) Open the battery compartment cover.
(2) Insert the © mark of the battery first.
(3) Close the battery compartment cover.

2. Plug the AC adaptor into an AC outlet (AC 100V)
and plug the other end into the DC IN 5V jack on
the battery charger.

3. Place the main unit on the battery charger with
A% facing toward you.

e The operation indicator will flash, and the battery
will begin to be charged.

e Battery charging will be completed in 3.5 hours.
When battery charging is completed, the opera-
tion indicator will go out.

e Use only the attached rechargeable battery (AD-
N55BT).

MINIDISC PLAYBACK (pages 14-18)

1. Plug in the remote control and headphones.
e Insert the plug fully.
e The commercially available headphones with a 3-
pole plug do not ensure high sound quality.
2. Insert a MiniDisc.
(1) Move the OPEN knob in the direction shown
by the arrow to open the disc holder.
(2) Insert the arrow end of the MiniDisc first,
while pushing the center of the MiniDisc.
(3) Close the disc holder.
e \When the disc holder is closed, the power is turned on
and the playback is started automatically (Auto play).
If the unit will not be used right after loading the
MiniDisc, turn off the power.
3. Adjust the volume by pressing the or
button.

4. Press the button on the remote control
repeatedly to adjust the bass.
BASS1 |Slightly emphasized

BASS2 |More emphasized
BASS3 |Greatly emphasized
BASS0 |Not emphasized

To interrupt playback:

Press the [»11] button on the remote control during play-
back.

Press the [»ubutton again to resume playback.
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To stop playback:

Press the W] button during playback.

In about 2 minutes after playback is stopped or paused
and left as it is, the unit will be automatically turned off.
To turn off the power:

Press the [ button while the playback is stopped.

HOLD FUNCTION (page 19)

To avoid operations by accidentally pressing the
buttons, use the hold function.

Main Unit:

Hold down the button for 2 seconds or
more.

You will hear one beep.

Then "HOLD on" will appear on the remote control.
To cancel the hold mode, press the
button for 2 seconds or more.

You will hear two beeps.

Then "HOLD off" will appear on the remote control.
Remote Control Unit:

To put the unit in the malfunction prevention state,
move the switch in the direction of the arrow.
To cancel the hold mode, return the switch to
its original position.

TRACK SEARCH (page 20)

To move to the beginning of the next track :
During playback, press the [»»] button once.

To fast-forward audibly (Cue):

During playback, hold down the [»»] button.
Playback will start when you release the button.

To move to the beginning of the track you
are listening to :
During playback, press the [<«] button once.
To fast-reverse audibly (Review):
During playback, hold down the [l««] button.
Playback will start when you release the button.
To search atrack:
1. While in the stop mode, press the [i<«] or [PM]
button on the remote control.
2. Press the [11] button.
The selected track will be played back.

INTRO PLAY (page 21)

This function plays the beginning of each track for 9 sec-

onds.

1. Press the button on the remote control
to enter the normal playback or all track repeat
playback mode.

2. While playback is stopped, hold down the [»1] but-
ton on the remote control for 2 seconds or more.

3. Press the [11] button when you reach the track
you wish to listen. Normal playback will resume.

Intro play cannot be operated with the [»] button on

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USING WITH THE ALKALINE BATTERY
(page 31)

1. Open the battery case supplied with the unit.

2. Insert the AA size battery [LR6] into the battery
case by matching it@® and© terminals to the dia-
gram in the battery case, and then close the
battery case.

3. Align the protuberances on the battery case with
the indentations on the side of the unit.

4. Turn the fixing screw on the battery case toward
the word “LOCK?”, and then make sure that the
battery case does not move.

e When using this portable MD with an alkaline
battery, keep the rechargeable battery in the
main unit.

e Do not insert a rechargeable battery (such as
nickel-cadmium rechargeable battery) into the
battery case.

CHANGE THE INITIAL SETUP (pages 32-33)

2. Hold down the button on the remote control
for 2 seconds or more while in the stop mode.
